Therefore the Planning Board approved the minutes from the June 13th meeting.
Special Use Permit application: The Farm (Natalie Altamirano) Tax ID: 127.00-5-34
Natalie made presentation on vision for use of the 1800”s barn. Although not the land owner, she does have an easement to use the barn. Her vision is to have a small venue (75 people or less) for weddings, celebrations, workshops, corporate retreats, exercise or dance classes, etc. A site plan & outline was provided. Natalie is aware of previous application, has read the minutes from then & is aware of issues at that time.  
The board members raised questions & concerns about clear property boundaries, no barn guest use of the well & septic in the existing house, the use of porto pottys, Dept of Health jurisdiction over catered events, potable water, noise levels, transportation/ parking issues, garbage removal. 
As such, the board requested an updated site plan that will include fencing, bathroom location & caterer location. Also needed is the number of events per year, letter from the Dept. of Health, shuttle plan, a list of requirements for guests to adhere to, and a sample contract that the renting party will sign. Natalie was made aware that all final requirements listed on a special use permit must be adhered to or the permit can be pulled. She will attend another planning board meeting to continue the conversation before a public hearing is scheduled.
